Be it round or square, the Sunwing C* puts everybody in
the shade by offering protection against UV rays according
to Australian standards. It draws its modern look from the
design without flounces. The roof can be easily and com-
fortably tilted on both sides up to 90° with the crank and
the integrated tilting rod. The roof cover is replaceable, and
the flexible rod ends retension it automatically.

Materials and technology: The supporting elements and
the roof frame are made of graphite grey powder-coated
aluminium profiles.

How to operate: You can open and close the Sunwing C*
with the hand crank. The crank mechanism is self-locking.
With the tilting rod you can tilt the shade roof on both sides
up to the vertical position of 90°, in steps of 18°.

Winter storage: Store in the protective cover in a dry place
sheltered from the wind. Thanks to the pole in two parts
and the telescopic supporting arm it is possible to fold up
the sunshade in a practical and space-saving manner. A
very small storage space will do.

Fixing options: Concrete base, granite base, base with ca-
stors, base with slabs, ground socket with connecting tube,

wall console with support tube.

Accessories: Protective cover with zip and rod, optional re-
chargeable battery light Osyrion.

The unpretentious line without flounces emphasizes the
modern character of the Sombrano. It can be easily opened
and closed over the tables. Thanks to the backwards tilted
pole, the closed Sombrano can be quietly removed from
the seating area. The cover is replaceable. It tautens auto-
matically thanks to the flexible rod ends.

Materials and technology: The supporting elements and the
roof frame are made of powder-coated aluminium profiles.
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How to operate: You can open and close the Sombrano with
the removable hand crank. The crank mechanism is self-
locking. With the tilting rod you can tilt the shade roof on
both sides up to 54°, in 18° steps. Thanks to its turnable ball-
bearing base the Sombrano can be turned around by 360°.

Winter storage: Pull the protective cover over the sunshade,
and store it in a dry and sheltered place.

Fixing options: Base with slabs, ground socket, various wall
consoles and mounting plates.

Wind resistance: Depending on the size and angle of incli-
nation the Sombrano, placed in its ground beds, resists

wind speeds up to 40 km/h (wind force 6).

It's a real stroke of luck under the sun. In fact, just a few
are so flexible. The integrated gas pressure spring allows for
progressive height adjustment, by not less than 50 centime-
tres. And thanks to the ball-and-socket joint you can pro-
gressively tilt and move the sunshade roof in all directions.

Both left- and right-handers are welcome. The crank has
indeed been built for them all. It opens the sunshade in a
matter of no time, and the sunshade roof can be rotated
around the pole by 360°. In a progressive way, of course!
And as you suppose, also the free-arm is progressively ad-

justable.

It's nice and good. But what about the frame? Don’t worry!
Only the best materials have been chosen for its produc-
tion. Aluminium, fibreglass-reinforced TSG synthetic ma-
terial (thermoplastic foam cast) and galvanized tempered
spring steel transform the Pendalex P+ into a sunshade

that doesn’t leave anything to be desired.

Thanks to its ergonomic construction, the sunshade can be
individually adjusted according to the position of the sun.

Thanks to the
integrated crank, intended both for right- and left-handers,
the sunshade can be easily and comfortably opened and
closed. The closed sunshade is very space-saving. Further-
more, the roof cover is replaceable.

Materials and technology: Telescopic pole and free-arm:
aluminium. Shells: fibreglass-reinforced TSG synthetic ma-
terial. Guides: teflon-modified high-performance synthetic
material. Roof rods: tempered spring steel, galvanized and
powder-coated. Glatz ball-and-socket joint: forge-pressed
hard anodized aluminium.
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How to operate: You open and close the sunshade by
means of the crank on the free-arm. The sunshade height
may be easily adjusted thanks to the gas pressure spring
(50 cm lift) placed in the sunshade pole.The free-arm runs
on roller guides and can be progressively extended. The
Glatz ball-and-socket joint permits the sunshade roof to tilt
in all directions up to 90°. The sunshade roof can be pro-
gressively rotated around the pole by 360°.

Winter storage: Pull the protective cover over the sun-
shade, and store it in a dry and sheltered place.

Fixing options: Concrete base, granite base, base with ca-
stors, base with slabs, various ground sockets, wall consoles

and mounting plates with support tube.

Thanks to the optional crank
set it's child’s play to open and close the shade. A gas
pressure spring in the pole ensures that the height can be
changed without any effort. The shade tilts easily until it
reaches a vertical position. Now, you are perfectly shielded

from the low sun or even curious looks.

Pendalex V+ offers optimal shade as it can be adjusted
according to the position of the sun. But it is also a perfect
defender of your privacy. The Pendalex can be easily opened
and closed with the optional crank set. When closed, it
takes up only a rather small space. The roof cover is re-
placeable.

Materials and technology: The supporting elements are
made of aluminium profiles. V* joint and double clamp
are made of drop-forging Rilsan-coated aluminium. The
top rods are made of tempered spring steel, galvanized
against corrosion and powder-coated. The ball-and-socket
joint is of forge-pressed nickel-plated brass.
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How to operate: With the optional crank set it becomes
particularly comfortable to open and close the shade. The
gas pressure spring (70 cm lift) ensures that the height
can be adjusted without any effort. Thanks to the ball-
and-socket joint the shade roof tilts without steps in all
directions up to 90°. The bayonet joint makes sure that
the shade can be removed from the frame in an extremely
easy way.

Winter storage: Pull the protective cover over the sunshade,
and store it in a dry and sheltered place.

Fixing options: Concrete base, granite base, base with
castors, base with slabs, ground socket with connecting
tube, ground socket with support tube, wall clamps.

Accessories: The protective cover with zip and rod is in-
cluded in the standard equipment, crank handle set sui-
table for all sizes except @ 250 cm, optional rechargeable
battery light Osyrion.

Materials and colours.

Glatz materials make up an exclusive collection. Indeed,
you will find only select quality in the four material classes.
They all have one thing in common: They offer protection
against the harmful UV rays. Tested for protection against
the sun, in accordance with Australian standards, Glatz
sunshades grant a protection factor of UPF 50+. This
means that you get plenty of protection against the direct
UV rays.

Also in terms of colours Glatz sunshades don't leave
anything to be desired. Whether classic, trendy or down-
right cheeky, there’'s something for everyone among Glatz’s
huge range of patterns and colours. Special orders are also
accepted.

Light fastness

The sun’s UV rays cause a sunshade’s fabric to fade, par-
ticularly if it gets wet in between. How fast and how strong?
It all depends on the fabric quality.

Glatz Scale
material class

Light fastness Open-air light
in daily units *

- Light fastness 1~ very poor 5

- Light fastness 2 poor 10
1 Light fastness 3~ moderate 20
1,2 Light fastness 4 rather good 40
2 Light fastness 5 good 80

5 Light fastness 8 outstanding 700

* This is the number of days after which the first distinct colour
changes appear (values for Central Europe).

Example: The higher the material class, the better the fabric’s
light fastness. As an example, in material class 4 the fa-

brics maintain their colour fastness for at least 350 days.

If you don’t want your roof cover to loose its beauty too early,

pull the protective cover over it when it's not being used.

Notes on care and cleaning methods.

¢ The cover should never be rolled up for long periods of
time when wet or damp.

e Fallen leaves or insect excrement should be removed
immediately, whenever possible (starting point for
microbial attack).

e Clean dry dirt off, preferably using a dry, soft brush.

e Stains can be treated with hand-hot water, a soft brush
and some detergent. Afterwards, rinse thoroughly with
plenty of clean water, then allow to dry and treat with a
commercial reproofing agent.

¢ Do not use aggressive detergents (pH 7).

* Make sure that closed shades do not flutter in the wind.
e When opening, closing or adjusting the sunshade, make
sure that the material does not scrape against walls or
other obstacles and that it is not caught up in the frame.

e Make sure that closed sunshades are tied up and do
not flutter in the wind. No claims will be accepted for
chafed surfaces or holes.

Dolan acrylic material (description of quality)

¢ Made from 100 % acrylic brand fibres,
weight approx. 300 g/m?.

e Weather-proof, resistant to heat and cold.

e Largely immune to everyday chemicals (car exhaust
gases, industrial steam, oil heating, etc.).

e Decay-proof, mould cannot build up.

¢ High level of light and colour resistance. Impregnated

with Teflon®, water-repellent, dirt-repellent.

Peculiarities of the production process

Regardless of the fact that high technological levels have
been reached in the production process of awning materials,
unavoidable situations still occur when handling textiles. In
order to avoid annoyances we expressely draw your atten-
tion to the following product features. Basically, peculiar
effects as listed here below appear in almost all awning
materials, though to an unequal extent. They do, however,
not reduce the quality of the materials in any way and can’t

give rise to complaints.

Fold marks

Fold marks appear when producing and folding awning
materials. In this case, particularly with light colours, on top
of the folds there may be surface effects that appear darker
(when held against the light). They don’t reduce the fabric’s

functionality in any way and can't give rise to complaints.

Chalking

Chalking consists of light stripes that arise during processing
and, despite the utmost of care, cannot always be avoided.
As a conseqguence, claims regarding these marks may not

be accepted.

Dampness
Shades which were closed in a wet or damp state should
be opened up again to dry as soon as possible.
